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WINNIPEG — The province is updating the Pharmacare program to ensure that increases in family deductibles are gradual. "Small increases in income shouldn't mean a significant jump in a family's Pharmacare deductible," Oswald said in a statement. "The changes we're making today will make Manitoba's Pharmacare deductible structure more gradual and fair."
The Pharmacare deductible rate will continue to be a percentage of family income. But more income brackets have been put in place so that increases in the deductible are gradual.

Oswald said a majority of people receiving Pharmacare will see either no change or a slight decrease in their deductible this year as a result of the move. Some will see a small increase in their deductible this year of no more than five per cent.
Pharmacare is a universal, comprehensive prescription drug benefit program. Benefits are based on family income. It covers 100 per cent of eligible drug costs once the income-based deductible is reached.
